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Everett “Bud” Smith has been described as a “gentle, 
honest man who never judged anyone, helping out anyone 
who needed it, and a good neighbor to all.”  That spirit of 
kindness and generosity was demonstrated over 45 years ago 
when Sebasticook Valley Hospital was built upon farmland in 
Pittsfield. Bud and his family helped support the creation of the 
hospital from the very beginning. And that same helpful spirit 
has lived on through a significant bequest Bud Smith left to 
Sebasticook Valley Hospital upon his passing on March 8, 2008.

Bud’s great-grandfather Comfort Smith was one of the first 
settlers in Bud’s hometown of Troy. The roots grew deep and 
his daughter, Carol Bell, and her husband Daryl, are the fifth 
generation to live in this central Maine community. Two more 
generations, granddaughter, Karen and great-granddaughter, 
Kendra, live nearby in Palmyra.  

Bud worked diligently during his lifetime. After graduating 
from Unity High School, he continued to work with his father 
on the family farm in Troy. He also worked for a time as a wood 
scaler at the Burnham chair factory.   

 “Dad was always proud of the service at Sebasticook Valley 
Hospital and the growth over the years,” says his daughter, 
Carol. “He had been cared for there and felt he received 
excellent care and consideration. I want to thank everyone, too, 

for helping Dad live the best he could till the end. And thanks 
to the staff who gave me much information, understanding and 
care.”

Bud’s legacy lives on to help many others who need 
healthcare close to home.
